New Delhi: The Unique Identi-
fication Authority of India (UI-
DAI)on Monday reiterated that
Aadhaar dataiscompletely safe
and secure. The agency said
Aadhaar number is not a se-
cretnumberand itis tobesha-
red with authorised agencies
if one wishes toavail a certain
service or benefit of govern-
mentwelfare schemesorother
services.

“Aadhaar data is fully safe
and secure and there has been
no data leak or breach at Ul-
DAL the authority said in re-
sponse to a report based on RTI
that 210 government websites
made Aadhaar information
public.“Therewasnobreachor
leakage of Aadhaar data from
UIDAI database or server...,” it
said ina statement.

UIDAI said the data was pla-
ced in public domain as a mea-
sure of proactive disclosure un-
der the RTI Act by the govern-
mentand institutional websites
included beneficiaries’ name,
address, bank account and
other details including Aadha-
arnumber: It was collected from
the third party and users for va-
rious welfare schemes. The aut-
hority said it acted promptly
and both UIDATand ministry of
electronics and IT directed the
ministries concerned to remo-
ve the data from their websites
and ensure that such violation
doesnotoccur in the future.
